BOOKING TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Important: The terms, conditions and limitation
of liability under which the tour operates are
detailed hereunder and the payment of the tour
deposit or tour price represents acceptance by
the purchaser of the following:-

1. The tours in this brochure are organised and/
or operated by D & A Orchard Investments Pty
Ltd t/a IT'S EASY TOURS (Hereinafter called
‘the Company’).

2. Deposit: To confirm your reservation a deposit
of $200.00 per person must be paid at the time of
booking. Reservations will be held for 7 days
only without deposit. Balance of payment for your
holiday is to be paid 45 days prior to departure.
The operator reserves the right to accept waitlist
passengers in place of applicants failing to
finalise within the prescribed time.

3. Occasionally it may be necessary to alter or
amend itineraries, accommodation and
sightseeing arrangements from those published.
This may be due to road, weather and other
operational needs prevailing at the time and is
always made in the best interest of your comfort.
Any personal expenses incurred by a passenger
as a result of any delay, alteration or curtailment
of any tour, whether caused by mechanical
defect, strikes or any other cause are the
responsibility of the passenger.

Day 1. Central Coast — Nyngan

(D)
Central Coast & Newcastle
passengers are collected from your
home and transferred to our coach.
Travel today takes us out through the
Upper Hunter Valey to Merriwa
Continue west through Dunedoo &
Dubbo to Nyngan for overnight.

Day 2. Nyngan — Broken Hill
(BLD)
Travelling the Barrier Highway today
we visit the township of Cobar and
the once thriving river port town of
Wilcannia. Destination today is
Broken Hill for overnight.
Old Wilyama Motel.

Day 3. Broken Hill —Quorn

(BLD)
From Broken Hill today we travel to
Cockburn where we cross the border
into South Australia. The colours in
the surrounding countryside have a
unique look about them as we will
see as we travel through the old
railway township of Olary &
Mannahill. Peterborough is the town
that has 3 different rail gauges. This
afternoon we travel through wheat
country and the start of ' The Goyder
Line'. Crossing the Flinders Ranges
to Quorn where we start our
adventure along the Old Ghan Track.

Day 4. Quorn—Marree (BLD)
After the town of Quorn our journey
takes us to the Kanyaka ruins and
then into Hawker, the main township
in the Flinders Ranges. Time to view
the Wilpena Panorama,(own
expense), a spectacular 30 metre 360
degree view painted by local artist
Jeff Morgan. Drive paralel with the
coal railway through Parachilnato the
coal mining town of Leigh Creek.
With the magnificent Flinders Ranges
beside we visit the historic settlers
ruins at Farina before making Marree
our home for tonight.

Day 5. Marree— William Creek
(BLD)
The small township of Marree was
once a bustling railhead with camel
trains carrying supplies inland along
the Oodnadatta and Birdsville Tracks.
Passing through the Dingo Fence we
are now on the Oodnadatta Track to
William Creek. View the ruins and
reminders of the Old Ghan Rail aswe
see relics of the past. Visit the old
water tanks at Curdimurka and
Mound Springs as we travel the
Southern shores of Lake Eyre.
William Creek Hotel .
William Creek has the reputation as
being the smallest town in Australia
It is situated on Anna Creek Station, a
Kidman property and the largest
cattle station in the world. Take time
to view the outdoor museum in the
town centre. (optional flights
available over Lake Eyre) own
expense.

Day 6. William Creek —
Oodnadatta (BLD)
Optional sightseeing flights are
available this morning over Lake
Eyre. Today we pass some of the
more important historical sites along
the track. These include the ruins of
Peake Telegraph Station, the Giles
Memorial and the Algebuckina
Bridge, the longest bridge in South
Australia. We will cross small rivers
and creeks and be on the lookout for
camels as we make our way to
Oodnadatta for overnight.

Day 7. Oodnadatta— Mt Dare

(BLD)
Oodnadatta is an aboriginal word
meaning "blossom of the mulga." The
town has a population of around 150
people. We will visit the railway sta-
tion and take time to visit the stu-
dents at the Oodnadatta school. Take
time to visit the historic general store
before we depart. Oodnadatta was
also home to Australia's first inland
mission under the control of Rev.
John Flynn.  The township of Ood-
nadatta is an historic centre that was
oncea

crossroad thronged with drovers,
cameleers, goldminers and
Aboriginal people.

This afternoon we travel out of Ood- -
nadatta and make our way to Mt
Dare. Once a cattle station it is now
owned by the National Parks and
forms the Witjira National Park

Mt DareHotel. Two (2) nights

Day 8. Dalhousie Springs
& Surrounds. (BLD)

Today we explore the National Park
and visit Dahousie, famous for its
unique thermal springs where under-
ground water 'vents' into deep wide
37 degree thermal pools. Date palms
surround the ruins there is an abun-
dance of bird life. A swim in the wa
ter is a great way to relax for awhile.
Returning to Mt Dare we pass the ru-
ins of Dalhousie and the magnificent
sand dunes of the remote Simpson
Desert. Mt Dare Hotel.

Day 9. Mt Dare— Alice Springs
(BLD)
Departing Mt Dare our journey today
will take us to the township of Finke.
Most famous for the Finke River des-
ert race. From here we will make our
way to Kulgera to join the Stuart
Highway and then into Alice Springs
for three (3) nights.
All Seasons Oasis Alice Springs

Day 10. ChambersPillar  (BLD)
Our journey today will take us to
Maryvale Station. Here we will turn
off and travel to Chambers Pillar.
These sandstone deposits were laid
down in the area 350 million years
ago, eroded by wind and rain now
stands a solitary column which tow-
ers 50 metres above the surrounding
plain. Returning to Alice Springs for
Overnight.

Day 11. Day at Leisure (B)

Lake Eyre South / Dalhousie Springs/ Chambers Pillar

Explore on your own today or just en-
joy the motels facilities. Dinner at
your own expense tonight.

Day 12. Alice Springs—Marla
(BLD)

This morning we will visit the Old
Ghan Museum before departing from
Alice Springs, travelling the Stuart
Highway visiting the small communi-
ties such as Erldunda and Kulgera as
we travel to Marla for overnight.

Day 13. Marla—Painted Hills—
Coober Pedy (BD)
From Marla we will detour from the
Highway at Cadney Park Homestead
and make our way into the Painted
Hills. Travel through spectacular
breakaway country of the Painted De-
sert (Arckaringa Hills). The Painted
Desert is an area of spectacular col-
ourful hills that Mother Nature has
taken 80 million yearsto create. Sedi-
ments originally laid down by the an-
cient inland sea have eroded away
over time. This erosion, combined
with the leaching of minerals from
the soil, create this magica area
whose colours change during the day,
making it a photographer®delight.
A short distance today to Coober
Pedy for our two nights stay.

Today we will take on board our
local guide and go exploring, visit
some of the unique underground
dwellings including the art gallery,
the old Timers Mine & Museum just
to name a few. Venture out to the
Breakways and take the opportunity
to scratch about for opals.

Port Augusta (BD)
Continuing down the Stuart Highway
we visit the township of Woomera,
known as Austraia’s first and only
space age town. This afternoon we
make our way into Port Augusta for
overnight.
