Day 1. Central Coast to Frankfur t 
Fly Sydney to Frankfurt with  Singa-
pore Airlines. Home pick-up for 
Central Coast and Newcastle passen-
gers, Sydney passengers meet at 
Sydney Airport. 
 
Day 2.  Frankfur t to Rothenburg   
                                                   (D) 
We meet our European coach driver 
and Australian tour manager at 
Frankfurt airport before travelling to 
the medieval fortified town of 
Rothenburg ob der Tauber on Ger-
many’s Romantic Road. In the heart 
of the historic town centre, our home 
for the next three nights is the Altes 
Brauhaus  - built in 1698, full of 
charm and character. This morning 
we take a guided walking tour of 
Rothenburg’s cobblestone streets 
and picturesque sixteenth century ar-
chitecture. Our afternoon is at lei-
sure in this history-drenched town.  
Day 3. Rothenburg Sightseeing      

                                                    (B) 
Rothenburg is a captivating town 
and today is ours to explore its 
nooks and crannies. Look down on 
the gothic half-timbered houses from 
the dramatic stone ramparts and 
towers which have defended the 
town since the twelfth century, 
climb the fourteenth century Town 
Hall Belfry, visit the intriguing Mu-
seum of Torture, stop for coffee and 
cake at an outdoor café and be 
tempted by Kathe Wohlfahrt’s fa-
mous      Christmas Shop. Rothen-
burg is especially atmospheric by 
night. Dine at one of the many invit-
ing local restaurants, before, per-
haps, following the entertaining 
black-cloaked Nightwatchman as he 
strolls the lamp-lit streets.   
 
Day 4.  Franconian Sightseeing       
                                                    (B) 
This morning we drive into the 
countryside to Sulzfeld, a sleepy, 
centuries old wine growing village 
on the banks of the Main River. 
Here we are introduced to some 
wonderful German wines and tour a 
little family run vineyard. This after-
noon we explore Wurzburg domi-
nated by the spectacular Marienberg 
fortress built in 1201 to house the 
Prince Bishops before they built 
their Residenz in 1720. Today the 
Residenz is considered the most im-
portant secular baroque building in 
Germany.   
Day 5.  Munich – Fuschl         (BD) 

Today we drive to Munich for a city 
sightseeing tour including the Ma-
rienplatz with its imposing Rathaus 
and famous Glockenspiel, the Hof-
brauhaus beer hall and the beautiful 
Frauenkirche cathedral. After free 
time we continue through the Bavar-
ian countryside, and along the shores 
of Lake Chiemsee. We get our first 
glimpses of the European Alps be-
fore crossing the border into Austria 
and to our home for the next four  
nights, the pretty lakeside village of 
Fuschl.  
 
Day 6. Salzkammergut Lakes and              
     Mountains Sightseeing     (BD) 
We are in the heart of Sound of Mu-
sic country now and spend the day in 
the idyllic Salzkammergut country-
side where deep lakes and rugged 
mountains form the backdrop for 
picture-postcard little Austrian vil-
lages. We visit Mondsee, famous for 
the “Sound of Music”  wedding 
church, and St Wolfgang, setting of 
the operetta “The White Horse Inn” . 
A highlight of today’s excursion is 
our visit to the charming village of 
Hallstatt perched precariously on the 
edge of a dark mountain lake.   
 
Day 7.   Salzburg                  (BD) 
This beautiful baroque town was 
home to Prince-Archbishops, Mozart 
and Maria von Trapp. We will expe-
rience first hand the wicked humour 
of the seventeenth century owner of 
the Hellbrunn Palace water gardens 
and explore the Mozartplatz, Resi-
denzplatz, St Peter’s Abbey and the 
many other delights of this town 
whose history starts in the year 
700AD.

Day 8.  Bavar ia &  the Eagles Nest 
                                               (BD) 
Today is free to relax in picturesque 
Fuschl, or join our optional excur-
sion (Euro 26). Just over the border 
from Salzburg is the pristine moun-
tain scenery of Berchtesgaden, and 
amid all the beauty of this alpine re-
gion lies Adolf Hitler’s “Eagles 
Nest” .  We travel up the Kehlstein 
mountain to see this most infamous 
of dwellings, perched high amongst 
the snow-capped peaks. 
From the Eagles Nest it is a short 
drive to the gorgeous Konigsee lake, 
where we board a boat to cruise its 
still, deep blue waters reflecting the 
mountains towering above us. 
 
Day 9. Danube River  – Vienna     
                                                 (BD)    
On route to Vienna we visit the little 
known historic market town of 
Steyr, before continuing to the mag-
nificent Benedictine Monastery of 
Melk overlooking the Danube River. 
After lunch, we cruise the Danube 
River past the ruined Durnstein  
Castle where Richard the Lionheart 
was held prisoner in the twelfth cen-
tury. On to Vienna, for over 600 
years the capital of the Habsburg 
Empire, and one of the grandest   cit-

ies in Europe. Optional–for an   
evening of Johann Strauss and his 
wonderful waltzes.  
 
Day 10.  Vienna                        (BD) 
This morning we visit elegant 
Schloss Schonbrunn, gilded summer 
palace of emperors and empresses. 
A drive around the Ringstrasse,    
Vienna’s most famous boulevard, 
brings us to the Old Town, with the 
afternoon free for shopping, muse-
ums and galleries. This evening din-
ner is in the local wine village of 
Grinzing where we will be sere-
naded by traditional gypsy musicians 
in a restaurant dating back to 1527.  
 
Day 11.   Graz – Klagenfur t   (BD) 
Travelling into Austria’s undiscov-
ered south, we visit the centuries old 
renaissance town of Graz before 
crossing the West Styrian Alps to 
the small but lively market town of 
Klagenfurt.  
 
Day 12.  K lagenfur t                 (BD) 
Adjoining Klagenfurt, Lake Worth-
ersee is a summer getaway for    
Austrians who build their summer 
houses on its shores. The local ferry 
takes us to the village of Portschach, 
where we stroll the “Flower Prome-

nade”  before lunching at one of the 
many lakeside cafes. 
We also visit Minimundus, the    
skilfully built “miniature world”  
where the world’s best known build-
ings are recreated in 1/25th scale.   
 
Day 13. L ienz                            (BD) 
Time to explore Klagenfurt this 
morning, perhaps to visit its colour-
ful open market, before a scenic 
drive through rural Austria brings us 
to the pretty town of Lienz, sur-
rounded by rugged mountains, our 
home for the next three nights.   
 
Day 14.   Lesachtal                   (BD) 
Isolated farmhouses perched in hay 
meadows high on mountainsides 
characterise Austria’s alpine scen-
ery. Today we drive off the beaten 
track into the remote Lesachtal val-
ley and feel like we are stepping 
back in time.  Handmade watermills 
still grind flour and the faithful make 
annual pilgrimages over the moun-
tains to the Servite Monastery of 
Maria Luggau.  
 
Day 15. I talian Dolomites       (BD) 
Lienz sits close to Austria’s border 
with Italy and today we make a day 
trip to the justly famous Italian 
Dolomite mountains. Sheer red rock 
faces tower above beautiful Lake 
Misurina and the fashionable resort 
of Cortina d’  Ampezzo, host of the 
1956 Winter Olympics. A chance to 
lunch on real Italian pizza or pasta. 
After dinner this evening, we will be 
treated to an evening of traditional 
Tyrolean music and dancing per-
formed by a local folk group dressed 
in dirndls and lederhosen.  
Day 16.   Austr ian Alps           (BD) 



Germany / Austria / Vienna / Switzerland 

A highlight of any trip to Austria is 
today’s spectacular mountain drive 
over the Alps to the Hohe Tauern 
National Park and the country’s 
highest mountain, the snow and gla-
cier covered Grossglockner (12,457 
ft). The national park is home to 
edelweiss and gentians, golden ea-
gles, ibex and playful mountain mar-
mots enjoying the long summer days 
before their winter hibernation. Our 
alpine drive continues to Austria’s 
most famous ski resort, Kitzbuhel, 
before travelling through the Tyrol 
to the beautifully preserved renais-
sance town of Rattenberg. We will 
have free time to explore this quaint 
little township before climbing up 
above Innsbruck to the village of 
Igls situated above the Inn Valley – 
our home for the next three nights 
 
Day 17.    Innsbruck              (BD) 
This morning we drive down the 
mountainside to visit Innsbruck, the 
capital of the Tyrol. Innsbruck dates 
back to the thirteenth century and is 
a jumble of turrets and gables. We 
will wander the crooked medieval 
lanes around its most famous land-
mark, the “Goldenes Dachl” , the 
shining gilded roof of the former 
residence of the Counts of Tyrol. We 
visit the beautiful rococo Wilten Ba-

silica, see the Triumphal Arch and 
the Empress Maria Theresia’s Impe-
rial Palace. The afternoon is free to 
further explore Innsbruck or to relax 
in Igls.   
 
Day 18.  Bavar ia Sightseeing   
                                                 (BD) 
A short drive over the border into 
Bavaria will take us today to Linder-
hof Palace, one of “Mad”  King 
Ludwig’s fairytale castles. Touring 
the extravagant palace will give us 
an idea of what it is like to live a 
dream with absolute power. We will  
visit Oberammergau, with its dis-
tinctively Bavarian houses painted 
with colourful murals, where the fa-
mous Passion Play has been per-
formed, according to a vow, every 
ten years since the Black Death 
swept through the village in 1634.  
Day 19.  L iechtenstein - Weggis   

                                                (BD) 
Our journey today is full of spec-
tacular scenery as we drive past      
St Anton over the Arlberg pass to 
the tiny principality of Liechtenstein 
before crossing the Rhine River into 
Switzerland. We skirt the shores of 
the Walensee lake beneath the tow-
ering Kurfursten mountains before 
arriving at the treasure of Switzer-
land, the magnificent Lake Lucerne. 
This is a grand region, steeped in 
history and romance – the setting of 
the legend of William Tell. Our ho-
tel for the next four  nights over-
looks Lake Lucerne in the delightful 
lakeside village of Weggis.  
 
Day 20. Lucerne Sightseeing    (B) 
Today we visit Lucerne, one of the 
most attractive cities of Switzerland. 
Sightseeing will include the famous 
Lion Monument, dedicated to the 
Swiss Guards who died protecting 
Louis XVI during the French Revo-
lution, the Chapel Bridge – a historic 
covered wooden bridge – and the 
Spreuer Bridge, whose painted ga-
bles portray the “Dance of Death” , 
commemorating a plague outbreak 
in the seventeenth century. There 
will be time to explore the delightful 
Old Town or relax along the lake 
promenade with a lovely view of Mt  
Pilatus rising above us.  
This afternoon we enjoy a scenic 
cruise on Lake Lucerne past the   
villas and mansions of Europe’s rich 
and discreet.  
 
 
 

Finale in the Romantic City of Paris 
Tonight we have the opportunity to 
enjoy a special Swiss evening. Swiss 
atmosphere, Swiss food and, of 
course, Swiss entertainment with 
traditional alpine horns, cow bell 
ringing and yodelling.    
Optional Euros 54. 
 
Day 21.   Weggis and Mt Pilatus 
Relax on our hotel terrace or have a 
dip in the indoor or outdoor pools, 
visit the lakeside lido or stroll the 
shores of our lake. Alternatively, 
join us for the ride of a lifetime on 
our optional excursion. Without a 
doubt, one of the most exciting ad-
ventures in Switzerland is to board 
the world’s steepest cogwheel rail-
way for the ascent of Mt Pilatus, 
high above Lucerne. The 360 degree 
views of the Swiss Alps are breath-
taking. (optional Euro 40).   (BD) 
 
Day 22  Lauterbrunnen –  
             Inter laken                 (BD) 
Today we journey through the stun-
ning scenery of the alpine heart of 
Switzerland. After crossing the 
Brunig Pass, we will visit the wood-
carving centre of Brienz, where we 
will see the fine work of traditional 
craftsmen, including music boxes, 
clocks and carvings of all kinds. 
Following the shores of Lake 
Brienz, we will then travel into one 
of the most famous valleys of Swit-
zerland, the dramatically beautiful 
Lauterbrunnen Valley. There we as-
cend by lift inside the mountain to 
see the extraordinary Trummelbach 
waterfall – a truly unique experience 
with glacial water surging through 
the inside of the mountain.  
This afternoon we return to Weggis 
via the 300 year old resort town of 
Interlaken.   
 
Day 23.  Lucerne to Beaune,  
             Burgundy                 (BD) 
This morning we travel north 
through Switzerland and on to Bur-
gundy in France to visit Beaune, the 
ancient walled town at the heart of 
this most famous wine region. At 

Beaune’s centre is the beautiful Ho-
tel Dieu with its inner courtyard and 
colourful tiled roof. Radiating out 
are cobbled streets with boutiques of 
all kinds from wine and food to 
fashion. Our hotel tonight, in the ru-
ral village of Levernois, is the pic-
ture of French charm.  
 
Day 24.  Beaune to Par is       (BD) 
Today we head for Paris the ultimate 
romantic city. We will stay three 
nights in this wonderful and exciting 
place.  This afternoon, our sightsee-
ing tour includes the Champs-
Elysee, the Arc de Triomphe, Notre 
Dame Cathedral, and of course, the 
Eiffel Tower up close and awe      in-
spiring.  
 
Day 25. &  26   Par is                 (B) 
Two whole days to explore, shop 
and soak up the French lifestyle. 
Cruise the Seine River, visit          

Sacre Coeur, explore the artist’s dis-
trict of Montmartre and indulge in 
that most Parisian of pastimes – 
idling at an outdoor café and watch-
ing the elegant Parisian world go by.
